At the same time, however, they conserve the soil and vegetation for other uses, such as wildlife habitat, outdoor recreation, and timber. While in the field, they may evaluate the water supply and types of vegetation available, take soil samples, and estimate the number of deer and other wildlife on the land.

An essential part of the job is restoring rangelands through controlled burning, reseeding, and biological, chemical, or mechanical Range managers also determine the need for, and carry out, range conservation and development plans that provide water for grazing animals, erosion control, and fire prevention.
Range managers usually begin their careers on the range. They often spend considerable time away from home and work outdoor in all kinds of weather. Employers generally supply cars, small planes, or, in rough country, four-wheel-drive vehicles or horses for range managers to get round.
